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Ministerial Foreword

As Minister for Regional Development, | am pleased to present this
third Annual Monitoring Report on the implementation of the Regional
Transportation Strategy (RTS). This report focuses on progress and key
achievements during the financial year 2004/05 and looks forward to

the proposed plans for the delivery of transportation for the region for
2005/06.

My Department continues to be committed to the delivery of the

RTS. Good progress has been made, with the launch of the Belfast
Metropolitan Transport Plan, the Regional Strategic Transport Network
Transport Plan and further development of the Sub Regional Transport
Plan. An Accessible Transport Strategy has also been published.
Together these provide a very good framework for moving forward on
transport initiatives.

The year 2004/05 saw some high profile decisions and announcements
that will have a considerable impact on the delivery of the RTS
objectives. Significant funding was provided for the purchase of over
300 new buses. Translink has embarked on an ambitious programme
to introduce new and enhanced services on its bus networks, starting
with the Belfast “Metro” and my Department, within the “New Start”
initiative, has been reviewing options for the regulation of bus services.

The widened section of the M| motorway between Stockman’s Lane
and Blacks Road was officially opened in August last year and is the
first phase of improvement works planned for this key strategic route.
The MI/Westlink Project, which is due to commence early in 2006, will
address the two remaining major sources of congestion that exist, at
Broadway and Grosvenor Road.

There is much more to be done to bring about the transport system
we all want in Northern Ireland. This is not something my Department
can achieve on its own. We will work effectively in partnership with

all those involved in transport services to help bring about a more
sustainable transport future.

It is important to note that in relation to the levels of public
expenditure funding for the Strategy, the outcome will be
determined through the normal Budgetary process which
will take account of the needs of other departments and
decisions on priorities. In addition, commitments to proceed
with major capital schemes cannot be given until appropriate
economic and other appraisals have been considered and any
statutory procedures satisfactorily concluded.
