1  These sections are completed during the survey interview.  The household section is asked only of the main respondent.  The individual section is asked to each person in the household taking part in the survey.  In the vehicle section, details for each vehicle are collected once from the most appropriate person.
2  The travel diary collects details of all journeys taken in a 7 day period.  Walks of less than 1 mile are completed for day 1 and then grossed for the full travel week (to minimize respondent burden).  The diary is completed by the respondent.
